Lake Forest will mow your yard if it gets overgrown.  There will be no advance warning or phone calls trying to make contact with you.  You will be charged an amount ranging from $50 to $70, depending on the yard size and the length that you have let the grass grow to.  You will be charged an additional $20 if trimming is needed to be done.  This mowing issue is directed to residents of all mobile homes and to our RV residents.  NO EXCEPTIONS!  
SPEED LIMIT   One of the biggest complaints I always receive is the issue on speeding through the court.  We now have so many children, and many residents enjoy walking their dogs throughout the community.  PLEASE – OBSERVE the 15 MILES PER HOUR SPEED LIMIT !!!

Age Restrictions:  Residents 13-18 years of age, and adults, will be able to come swimming with no supervision.  Children under 13 will not be allowed to swim without their parent(s) or guardian (s) being with them.  
The pool is for RESIDENTS and APPROVED & ACCOMPANIED GUESTS ONLY.  This DOES NOT MEAN that children may bring their friends from outside the Community every day.  The pool is for our residents to enjoy.  The guest will be welcome when they are visiting a resident family here in the Community, but there will be limitations.  Residents that use to live here are not approved to use the pool.  Also, just because you have a family member that lives here, that does not give you permission to use the pool either.

CURFEW ORDINANCE  The Curfew Ordinance for Lake Forest is 9:30 P.M. for all minors under the age of 18.  Children can be in their own yards but not in the community.
RESIDENT BULLETIN BOARD There is a bulletin board placed at the entry to the office location for the use of residents here at Lake Forest.  Use it to advertise services you have to offer our community.  You can also advertise items you have for sale.
Phone Number Updates Needed For Office Records Please make it a point to keep your phone number current with the office.  The phone numbers are kept confidential.  There are times when it may be an emergency that we need to call a homeowner so this is important for the office to have current phone numbers and any other updates you may have.
PARKING You are allowed 2 vehicles per home site.  If you have more than 2 vehicles you must have permission to park them elsewhere.  You must come to the office to get that permission.  The NO PARKING ON STREETS is being enforced.  Vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense.  NO NOTICES WILL BE GIVEN.  There are many reasons for this rule.  1. Mail Delivery 2. Street Cleaning 3. Home Transportation   4.Emergency Vehicles (This is a safety issue to ensure that any and all emergency vehicles have an open and clear street to reach their destination when needed. 

NOTICE TO PET OWNERS
As a pet owner at Lake Forest, you are required to register your pet with the office.  You are allowed 2 pets per space.  Each pet must be inoculated and licensed according to all applicable laws and regulations.  A fee of $5.00 per pet is required per month.  If you have any questions regarding your pet, please read section F of your Rules & Regulations.  Also, pet owners please be courteous when walking your dog within the community.  Please carry a plastic bag and a pooper scooper with you.  Thank you.  All cats must be leashed or kept inside.
