Happy Holidays to all our Lake Forest residents!!

Plowing the streets – Please keep in mind that when your street is plowed, it is impossible to keep the snow from closing in your driveway entrance.  Just like in the city, when the plows go on the streets, this happens.  If you have just cleared your driveway area, and the plow goes through after you are done, please do not call the office and complain…..it is not intentional and it is just the way it is.  If we could do it any other way, we surely would.

WINTER*******with the winter months, also comes freeze-ups on the water systems at different homes, and at different times.  This winter, if you discover that your water supply is frozen, you can call the office for assistance in getting your frozen pipes thawed and your water flowing again.  If the cause of the frozen pipes reflects that it is your issue (heat stick or tape not plugged in, or a critter chewed on your wires, etc.) than you will be billed for parts and labor from Lake Forest.  If the meter malfunctions, it will be repaired at Lake Forest expense.  I will be able to have maintenance assist you Monday thru Friday between the hours of 8:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m.  We will not be able to assist after hours or on the weekends.  It will then be necessary to call Roto Rooter or Ellis Mobile Home, or someone at your own discretion and own expense.

I seem to have had problems throughout the years with my own home freezing partially.  I have learned that it is to my benefit to leave my bathroom sink faucet(s) and kitchen faucet dripping during the very cold times.  It does not add all that much to the water bill.  It is also a good habit to get into, to have a few gallons of water purchased and stored for usage in case you do freeze up.  

Lake Forest will have a “Holiday Lighting / Decorating Contest” once again this year.  



I would like to remind all residents about our “sharing tables”.  These tables are in the library at the office.  You are welcome to bring items from your home that you no longer want or need, and at the same time, you can check the tables for items that you could use at your own home. TRASH PICK UP   Trash day is Tuesday morning.  Do not set your trash out any earlier than Monday evening.  All containers are to be removed from the curbside no later than Tuesday evening.  There are many homes that leave their containers at the curbside all week long.  From now on I will instruct maintenance personnel to set all trash containers in the middle of your driveway that are left out after Tuesday evening.  If you have a complaint about this being done you can contact the manager directly.  The residents that leave their containers at the curbside need to do their share with the appearance at Lake Forest.  All homes have their own 96 gallon tote.  DO NOT spray paint your lot numbers on these containers.  This is not allowed.  Western Disposal will only collect the trash from these containers.  You are able to put in the container any yard waste along with your household trash.  If there is anyone that feels they need two containers, this can be done.  Additional containers are available for your use, at the cost to you, of $8.33 per month.  Please contact the office if you need an additional tote.
PARKING You are allowed 2 vehicles per home site.  If you have more than 2 vehicles you must have permission to park them elsewhere.  You must come to the office to get that permission.  The NO PARKING ON STREETS is being enforced.  Vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense.  NO NOTICES WILL BE GIVEN.  There are many reasons for this rule.  1. Mail Delivery 2. Street Cleaning 3. Home Transportation   4.Emergency Vehicles (This is a safety issue to ensure that any and all emergency vehicles have an open and clear street to reach their destination when needed. 
Phone Number Updates Needed For office Records Please make it a point to keep your phone number current with the office.  The phone numbers are kept confidential.  There are times when it may be an emergency that we need to call a home owner so this is important for the office to have current phone numbers and any other updates you may have.
RESIDENT BULLETIN BOARD There is a bulletin board placed at the entry to the office location for the use of residents here at Lake Forest.  Use it to advertise services you have to offer our community.  You can also advertise items you have for sale.
CURFEW ORDINANCE The Curfew Ordinance for Lake Forest is 9:30 P.M. for all minors under the age of 18.  Children can be in their own yards but not in the community.

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Tips to Winterize your home!
Make sure your heat tape and heat stick is plugged in and working.  Close up any loose insulation under your home and any loose skirting around your home and change your furnace filters. Clean your gutters. Weather Strip and seal drafts with door sweep. Check smoke alarms and carbon monoxide detectors. Know where your main water valve shut off is located. Winterize and insulate windows. Clean the home’s air ducts. Cover or wrap the water heater.
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Branches/Trimming/Clean-Up

It is your responsibility to take care of any branches that may fall on your lot. Please cut up the smaller branches or limbs that have fallen from the trees and dispose of them in your trash can.  If you have larger branches or limbs that have fallen from the trees, please place them by the curbside and maintenance will pick them up. If you do a lot of trimming in your yard, it is your responsibility to dispose of the piles of trimmings!

SNOW REMOVAL

Vehicles need to be off the streets during snowstorms or forecasted storms.  Vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense.  NO NOTICE WILL BE GIVEN.
